Prevent Child Abuse Louisiana is creating a 

statewide movement that not only makes the citizens of 
Louisiana aware of the issue of child abuse and neglect, 
but also engages people to act to prevent it from ever 
happening in the fi rst place.  This engagement will be 
achieved by developing and implementing Prevent Child 
Abuse America’s new national signature campaign built 
around pinwheels.

Today, when people see a pinwheel, they think of 
happy children, fun and play. Our goal is that over 
time our communities will also see the pinwheel as a 
symbol for child abuse and neglect. Through the 
Pinwheels for Prevention Campaign, PCA Lousiana wants to 
convey the message that every child deserves the chance 
to be raised in a healthy, safe and nurturing environ-
ment. Pinwheels are supporting our efforts to implement 
programs and services which provide those 

environments for children and families throughout our 
state.

Prevent Child Abuse Louisiana’s goal is to have 
25,000 pinwheels planted throughout the state 
and to raise essential funds for programming and 
operations. Accomplishing this goal will involve 
securing corporations, businesses, organizations, 
hospitals, churches, universities, schools, etc. to serve as 
sponsors and host sites. To culminate the planting of 
the pinwheels, citizens in each region are encouraged 
to participate in an event during Child Abuse Prevention 
month in April 2009, such as a family or health fair.
